AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THE DUMPING OF

UNAUTHORIZED MATERIALS IN VILLAGE RECYCLING RECEPTACLES


WHEREAS, the Village of Homer, Illinois, is a duly authorized and operating municipality in Champaign County, Illinois; and


WHEREAS, the Village and South Homer Township have established a recycling program where Village and Township and certain metal items residents may deposit newspapers, certain plastic articles, certain glass items, and certain metal items for pick up and recycling by a private contractor; and


WHEREAS, this recycling program offers the Village residents an efficient means of disposing of these materials in a manner that allows them to be recycled, which promotes the public welfare; and

WHEREAS, the contractor who picks up such materials deposited in the Village sponsored receptacles cannot accept certain types of articles such as batteries, tires, flammables, and many other items, which cannot be processed through recycling programs; and

WHEREAS, the placement of these prohibited items in the recycling receptacles can jeopardize the continuation of the program and require the Village to dispose of them at Village expense; and 

WHEREAS, it is therefore in the public interest to pass an ordinance prohibiting the placement of such prohibited items in the recycling receptacles.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF HOMER, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:


1. No person shall place or deposit in or near the Village sponsored recycling containers any items except approved paper products, approved plastic products, approved glass products and approved metal items.

2. The Village shall cause a listing of items which may be deposited in the recycle containers to be prominently posted at the recycling site where the recycle containers are located.


3. The following listed items, as well as all other non-approved paper, plastic, glass and metal products, are not suitable for placement in the recycle containers and cause excess expense to the Village for disposition of these items which the recycling contractor will not handle, and are specifically prohibited from being placed in the Village sponsored recycling receptacles or recycling drop-off area:



Appliances


Batteries



Building Materials



Carpeting



Chemicals 



Clothing



Construction Debris



Concrete



Drywall



Fertilizers



Furniture



Mattresses



Non-Recyclable household garbage and waste



Paints



Pesticides



Petroleum Products


Tires



In addition to the preceding specifically listed prohibited items, all other non-approved recyclable paper, wood, glass and metal products are prohibited under Section 1 hereof.


4. This recycling program is paid for by the Village of Homer and South Homer Township and it shall be a violation of this Ordinance for any non-resident of Homer Village or South Homer Township to deposit or place any approved or non-approved material in the recycling program receptacles or areas.


5. Any non-resident of Homer Village or South Homer Township who deposits any approved products or prohibited materials in such recycling program receptacle or any person who deposits a prohibited item in the Village recycling program receptacle or places such prohibited item in the recycling receptacle area is guilty of a violation of this ordinance and shall be fined an amount not less than $200.00 and not more than $750.00 for each violation.

6. This ordinance shall be effective after its passage, approval and publication in pamphlet form pursuant to law.
