Rob Boyer would like to have the former Community Development Boards bank account closed.

Property owner at 703 W First St (not within Village limits, but receives Village water) shall be invited to hook up to Village Sewer. 4. Property owners of 2763 CR 1050 N, water meter to be placed on right of way.  Pat Butler second the motion, all in favor, motion approved.

· Discussion on water service to new church on W Crittenden.
