AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE VILLAGE ORDINANCE

AUTHORIZING THE OPERATION OF GOLF CARTS AND NEIGHBORHOOD VEHICLES ON THE VILLAGE OF 
HOMER PUBLIC STREETS


WHEREAS, the Village of Homer did previously adopt Ordinance No. 080811 an Ordinance entitled:

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE OPERATION OF GOLF CARTS AND NEIGHBORHOOD VEHICLES ON THE VILLAGE OF HOMER PUBLIC STREETS; and

WHEREAS, the Village has determined that the public safety would not be jeopardized by the amendment of said Ordinance provided herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF HOMER, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:

1. Section 3.2. of said Ordinance No. 080811 is amended to read as follows, in its entirety:
3. Rules and Regulations.

2(1). Any person who operates a golf cart or a neighborhood vehicle must be at least eighteen (18) years of age and possess a valid drivers license to operate a motor vehicle issued by Illinois or any other state.

2(2).  Provided, however, any person who operates a golf cart during the hours between sunset and sunrise must be at least twenty (20) years of age and possess such a valid drivers license.

2. Section 3.4 of said Ordinance No. 080811 is hereby amended to read as follows, in its entirety:

3. Rules and Regulations.

4(1). Golf carts and neighborhood vehicles may be driven on streets from sunrise to sunset by persons 18 years of age and older.

4(2). Golf carts may also be driven on streets from sunset until 10:00pm, and between 4:00 A.M. until sunrise, provided that the person operating said golf cart is at least 20 years of age, and, provided further, that said golf cart, in addition to all other required equipment must be equipped with a yellow rotating flashing light or a yellow flashing hazard light, visible for at least 100 feet from the rear of the vehicle, which complies with applicable State of Illinois requirements.

3. Except as provided herein, the provisions of said Ordinance remain in full force and effect.

4. This Ordinance shall be effective upon its passage, approval and publication, pursuant to law.
